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SESSION HIGHLIGHTS 

 

 Dr. Steven Guy, co-author of the BRIEF (Behavior Rating Inventory of Executive 

Function) returns to Kentucky to discuss Including an Executive Function Model in 

Everyday School-based Practice.  His session will provide a foundational understanding 

of executive function and apply those concepts to case studies.  Analysis of individuals’ 

strengths and weaknesses will be reviewed.  Clinical subgroups include individuals with 

ADHD, TBI, SLD, anxiety/depression, chronic illness, and ASD. 
 

 After a yearlong absence, Dr. Elaine Fletcher-Janzen returns to KAPS for two full days 

to share her vast expertise on neuropsychology.   

o Her Wednesday morning keynote will cover The Five Most Important Principles 

of Neuroscience for school psychologists.   

o That afternoon, she will discuss Intelligent Testing with the KABC-2, including 

findings about the impact of culture and SES on students’ performance on cognitive 

measures.   

o In her first session on Thursday, Dr. Fletcher-Janzen will address 

Neuropsychological Perspectives on Chronic Illness.   

o Attendees of her afternoon session will have an opportunity to “pick the brain” of 

one of the field’s most dynamic and skilled practitioners during School Psychology 

Grand Rounds.  Participants will be asked to share their own case studies for 

discussion, analysis, and Q&A with Dr. Fletcher-Janzen.  
 

 Dr. Carl Myers will offer a Wednesday afternoon session that reviews NASP’s recently 

revised principles of ethics for school psychologists.  This session will satisfy the NCSP 

requirement for three hours of ethics training.   
 

 Join a trio of KAPS members as they outline a proposed model for Identifying SPECIFIC 

Learning Disabilities that integrates cognitive processing, standardized achievement 

testing, classroom performance, and RTI data.   Diane Herrick, Misty Lay, and Dr. 

Katherine Matthews presented this session at NASP in March 2010 and have received 

positive feedback and follow-up questions from practitioners and university instructors 

around the country.  The presenters will discuss the development of their model and apply 

it to real-life case studies to demonstrate how it can better identify and address the needs of 

students with true learning disabilities. 
 

 Dr. Mary Ann Rafoth, Dean of the College of Education and Educational Technology at 

Indiana University of Pennsylvania, comes to our conference via the NASP Speakers’ 

Bureau.  Dr. Rafoth’s presentations will address Retention and Alternatives and the use 

of Learning Strategies to promote independent learning skills in all students. 
 

 Looking for Evidence-Based Practices for Children and Youth with ASD?  You’ll want 

to hear Susan McGurk and Dr. Rich Mancil share their experiences with implementation 

of an autism pilot project.  The project represents a collaboration among the National 

Professional Development Center on Autism Spectrum Disorders, the University of North 

Carolina, the Kentucky Autism Training Center, and Jefferson County Public Schools.  The 

presenters will discuss project implementation  across age/grade levels and provide 

examples of evidence-based practices. 
 



 
 

 

He is the 

author of the nationally acclaimed How to Be a Successful Criminal ï The Real Deal on 

Crime, Drugs, and Easy Money, and has personally overcome abuse, learning disabilities, 

and a traumatic brain injury to become a healthy, productive adult.  Ron’s dedication is to 

helping others transform their lives, and he provides practical solutions to the challenges 

confronting today’s youth.  His three-hour presentation, Motivating Unmotivated 

Students, will model practical tools and methods for connecting with at-risk students and 

will describe alternative choices for children and youth who make destructive decisions.  In 

his 90-minute session, Working with Angry Kids Who Just Donôt Care, Ron will 

discuss why students begin to feel angry and hopeless.  He will offer strategies for 

connecting with these students, challenging them, and modeling self-respect. 
 

 

 With the evolution of RTI, school psychologists are often called upon to consult with 

teachers and parents at a much earlier point in the intervention process.  In a timely pair of 

presentations, U of L’s Tricia Bronger and several of her colleagues will share the current 

instructional strategies and interventions used to teach Reading, Writing, and Math.  

Participants in these sessions will gain information about basic skill development in these 

areas, how students process these academic skills, and how to support teachers with 

struggling learners.

o Autism Spectrum Rating Scale (ASRS) ï applied training 

o Implementing a psychological processing model with the Woodcock Johnson
