Department of Education Credential: 
Certified School Psychologist-an initial Provisional Certificate is available to individuals on internship who complete a NASP accredited program or a program that follows NASP guidelines and earn a minimum score of 630 on PRAXIS Series II exam.  The provisional certificate lasts for one year (if serving as school psychologist on a full-time basis) but can be renewed for an additional year (if serving as a school psychologist on a half-time basis).       

Standard Certificates are issued to an applicant who meets one of the following requirement options

(a)    Option I: 

1. Completion of an approved program of preparation which corresponds to the certificate at a teacher education institution that adheres to the National Association of School Psychologists Standards for Training Programs; and 

2. Completion of and passing score on the PRAXIS Series II exam.

            (b) Option II: Possession of the NCSP.

Standard Certificates are issued for 5-year periods after the completion of internship and must be renewed every 5 years along with proof of at least three years of experience as a school psychologist within the certification period and either completion of seventy-two hours of continuing professional development hours or six semester hours of graduate training related to school psychology.  

Board of Psychology Credential: 
Psychological Associate-requires 600 hours of supervised experience and passing score of 400 on EPPP.  Requires supervision by a licensed psychologist.

Psychological Practitioner-requires master's degree plus an additional 16 graduate hours in psychology, 5 years full-time supervised experience as a Psychological Associate, and passing score of 500 on EPPP.  No supervision required. 

Psychologist-requires doctoral degree, 2 years supervised experience by a licensed psychologist (1 year, 2000 hours pre-doctoral and 1 year, 1800 hour post-doctoral), and passing score of 500 on EPPP.

Scope of Practice and Title Protection for School Psychologists:
School psychologists, certified by the state Department of Education, are restricted to practice in the schools (cannot be independent contractors) and cannot use title "school psychologist" outside of employment.  Regulated by the Educational Professional Standards Board.
